25 years of mastery on the instrument.  He has recorded over 30 albums with Canyon 
Records, a Phoenix-based company, and has performed throughout the country and 
the world.

William Eaton is an accomplished luthier, maker of the stringed instruments on which 
he performs. Mr. Eaton is owner of Roberto-Venn School of Luthiery in Phoenix, and 
first collaborated with R. Carlos in 1988, on the album Carry the Gift. He has 10 
recordings with Canyon Records.
